MESSAGE FROM MINISTRY OF HEALTH: 
Chickenpox is a very contagious (catching) disease.   It causes small itchy blisters on your skin.  
Sometimes the children scratch the blisters, and they can become infected. If this happens, you will 

need to take them to the doctor.   If there are no complications, chickenpox usually clears up within 3-7 days for  adults, and 5
-10 days for children.  Symptoms are small blisters (like a rash) on their skin—these can be very itchy. Other symptoms are 
tiredness, fever, and general aches and pains.  
The virus is spread through the air by infected people when they sneeze or cough, and by  
touching the chickenpox blisters, then touching objects, or other people. 
 Always  turn away from others and use tissues when you cough or sneeze 
* Always wash your hands after coughing, sneezing or blowing your nose. 
 
Currently, we have 2 reported cases of chickenpox in the school, so we ask that you please be vigilant if your child shows any 
of the early signs of chickenpox. A timely reminder also about general hygiene practices. 
 
YEAR 7/8 BOYS SOCCER: On Tuesday this week our Year 7/8 boys soccer team competed in the North West Zone Soccer 
tournament at Huapai Domain.   After a long day, with many games, our boys came 3rd overall.  Well done!  Our Y7/8 girls 
soccer team compete in the same competition today.
